5. The  ' or  grounds  where  any  cats  are  kept  shall  at all  times  be maintained  in  a clean,  sanitary

and  ino  ' condition,  satisfactory  to the  Animal  Control  Officer.  An  owner  or occupant  of

private  must  not  allow  animal  feces  to accumulate  on  the  property  so as to create  a health

hazard.  The  ' Control  Officer  may  serve  an owner  or  occupant  of  private  property  with  a

notice  to  all  animal  feces  from  the  property  within  72 hours  of  service  of  the  notice.  The

Town  may  ve the  feces  from  the  property  if  the  person  to whom  the  request  is made  fails  to

remove  the f  within  72 hours,  or after  reasonable  inquiry,  the whereabouts  of  the owner  or

occupant  of  property  cannot  be determined.  If  the  Town  carried  out  the  work,  the  costs  and

expenses  may  added  to  the  tax  roll  and  form  part  of  the  taxes  owing  on  the  land  whereon  the  work

was  done.
